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Students were not assessed in the areas of Practical Living/Vocational Studies, Arts & Humanities.  
StudentsĴ Writing Portfolios were not assessed. 
 
According to the No Child Left Behind Adequate Yearly Progress Report-2009, Greathouse students 
met 12 out of 12 target goals.  Students met annual measurable objectives for Reading and Math in 
these student group areas: 
All students 
White (Non-Hispanic) 
African-American 
With disability 
 
They also met the Participation Rate and the overall CATS Biennial Classification, which covers the 
other content areas as well as Reading and Math. 
 
Even though the staff has enjoyed celebrating these outstanding scores, the work has already begun 
setting new goals for this year.  We analyzed the assessment results to determine what worked well 
and what needs to be adjusted.  Currently we are writing our School Improvement Plan, 
incorporating strategies and activities to ensure that students continue to achieve at high levels.  ItĴs 
an ongoing process. 
 
On a completely different subject....   I have had several reports of speeding and unsafe driving in the 
car rider line.  This is happening in the afternoon while students are still outdoors for their recess 
time.  I also had a report of an angry driver who got out of his car to address another driver.  It is 
imperative that all families follow the safety procedures, including parking only in designated areas.  
The safety of all children must be our top priority.
